● Charcoal Sticks large 
● Compressed Charcoal Sticks: 2 (medium & soft- or small set) 
● Graphite Pencils: a set or individual pencils including  HB, 2B, 4B, 6b 
● Erasers: 1 rubber cleaning eraser and 1 kneadable eraser 
● Pencil sharpener (self-contained) 
● A small set of coloured pencil crayons 
● Paper stomp and/or Kleenex, a Q-Tip or your finger. 
● Scissors 
● Sakura Pigma GRAPHIC 1 Black Pen  
● A pair of scissors 

Drawing Surfaces 

● Pad of Cartridge Paper 18x24"(40 sheets, should be inexpensive) 
● 2 Pastel papers: 19x25” mid tone colours (1 grey, the other light blue or Pink) 
● Sketchbook (Dollarama has a 12 x 9” black hard board ringbound book for $5) 
● 1 16x20” (approx.) black piece of paper
